	Payments by Direct Deposit
We are introducing the option of direct depositing money into the Kangaloon Public School bank account for those families with access to online banking. Use of this payment method is voluntary; we still accept cash and cheques.

The following procedures will need to be followed for those people wishing to use this service:

· When parents return permission notes for excursions and other activities, they will need to indicate the method of payment (cash, cheque or direct deposit) on the return slip.

· If paying by direct deposit, money should be transferred into the school account using the family’s online banking provider.

· During the transfer process, the bank will ask for a reference or description. This should be the first 4 letters of the surname followed by the child’s first initial. For example, a payment for Jenny Smith would have a reference ‘smitj’. If paying for several students in the one payment, please enter the initial of each child eg ‘smitjkl’ (paying for Jenny, Kerry and Linda Smith).

It is important to enter this online description and the date paid on the signed permission slip which is returned to school. This ensures that online payments are accurately matched with individual students.
