	A Letter From Gemma
My name is Gemma Reakes and in a few weeks I’ll be venturing to Africa to do volunteer work in orphanages there.

Following the completion of my HSC in 2008, I participated is such work  at St Lucia, South Africa. I plan to return there for a couple of weeks
following a month long  stay at a Rwandan orphanage.

In 1994 Rwanda experienced a genocide resulting in the deaths of more than 800 000 people including 3000 teachers. One third of the country’s schools were burnt and thousands of children orphaned. The growing AIDS epidemic and constant famines add to crises there.

In South African schools, children without uniform are deemed ineligible to attend, denying many the possibility of an education. Daily needs of poverty stricken Africans are further compromised by a lack of basic resources such as food, water, clothes, shelter and supervision. For many, education and childhood is sacrificed in order for them to work on the family farm or in the family business.

There is an outstanding need for useful supplies at places such as these. Although medical donations such as basic first aid kits, especially including burns creams makes a huge difference, I feel a passion about providing uniforms for children thereby entitling them to equally receive an education.
I plan to have a “blog” up and running before I leave in early December which I will maintain while away including photos, daily routine and updates of activities at the orphanage.

I shared a slide show with the children at your school last week who formed a responsive audience, interested in how children their age in another country live. I invite you and your children to share my blog together while I am away and encourage you to further familiarise yourselves with these two African countries and follow the activities of some of the many beautiful children who live there.

If you would like to purchase a school uniform for an African child, I would be pleased to do this on your behalf while I am there at, the cost of around $16.00.
